We
would place hereunder that all feedbacks given by parents are being taken care of and will be implemented in due course of times. After a gap of
summer vacations, we are now moving again with our Academic session 2020-21. Kindly note down following important points in this regards: -

1. Regarding queries for reopening of School in Offline Mode: - Some Queries were received from parents regarding opening of Schools in

Physical Mode. We must place hereunder that we are in complete observations regarding the current prevailing situations. The
guidelines are still in waiting mode to be issued at the Government Levels. We would be communicating you further as and when any
progress in this regards happens. School is very particular in moving with and implementing all the guidelines issued in this regards with
respect of safety criteria. Though, looking at the current situations, we are resuming with our Online Education Platform for teaching
learning sessions. We must again place hereunder that online education mode is giving remarkable results in the learning of students as
can be depicted by the parent feedbacks and teachers observations. Though, continuous improvements are being regularly
implemented in the process. We would humbly request Parents to keep on supporting their children regarding the technology oriented
learning, as they are already doing. It is the time now to understand the importance of Technological Equipment at home. At the
individual levels, if possible, parents may arrange teachings-learning on Laptop or Desktop or Smart TV’s, if available or easily arranged.
Teaching on these is considered as better, as compared to on Mobile with reference to eye contact and body posture.



Points to be taken care of during study in online mode: -

Kindly note that these are only improvement suggestions that can be adopted voluntarily as per the parent’s discretion.

a) Please make your child sit on a suitable place with straight body posture. If possible, child must sit on a table and chair at a place
where he/she can concentrate on the teaching sessions.

b) Child should have his subject Book / Copy, pen, pencil, eraser and other stationery along with him/her.

c) If possible arrange a small Bluetooth speaker so that voice must be more easily audible to him/her.

d) Kindly try to have Broadband connection at home for continuous class without any connectivity issues.

e) Try to save the mobile data also so that efficient class could be taken at that time without any disturbance.

f) Please arrange a simple eye and dental checkup of Child with proper care of social distancing norms.

g) Kindly take care of child dietary habits with inclusion of Nuts, warm water, and homemade combinations of “Kaadha” along with
simple Yoga and meditation exercises.
Please Note: -
i Student will be allowed to enter in the class only by his/her name. No entry with phone brand or other name will be

allowed.

ii. Classes will be locked and no student will be allowed to enter after 10 minutes of the stipulated timings.

Online Platform: - School has checked upon various online education tools during these days of Vacations and kept on updating and

training of the members. WE had found ZOOM technology as most effective and teaching friendly. Almost all parents and students had
also been friendly with the same technology. “We would like to share hereunder that School had invested in purchasing personal
ZOOM Pro Lines with 15 lines”. This had made the system more safest, secured, encrypted and strong connectivity with increased
bandwidth. Now there would be less and low connectivity issues. But still, we have to keep in our minds that technology in itself may

involve some unexpected problems. In such situations, School desires continuous parent supports as usual. We would also keep on
adding technological up gradations in the coming times also.

Reopening of School in Online Mode: - School is reopening at online mode for Classes Nursery to 8" as before with effect from 22-6-
2020, Monday. Detailed Time Table will be shared soon. Though, for Classes 9" to 12", online classes will resume from 17-6-2020,

Wednesday.



Assessments: - Now moving on to the next level of conducting Online Assessments, we have to decide and frame our online Assessment

Structure. It is equally important to assess the child in the areas what have been studied so far. Following Standard Operating
Procedures have been decided for conducting Online Assessment for Periodic/ Unit Tests for different Classes. A Child will have to be
assessed on different parameters. It becomes an important duty for a Parent along with teachers to support and to get them conducted
as per the required procedures.

We want to have Continuous Comprehensive Evaluation of Students. This strategy is adopted currently for Unit Test / Periodic Test 1.
For coming future Exams, different strategies will be adopted depending on the circumstances in force at that time. Parents may please
Note that Summer Vacation Assignments must be properly completed as they will also be included in Main First Term Examination
that will be held in the month of September and 10 Marks will be allotted for the Same in that Exams.
