Pi (m): Pi is an irrational number, which &
means it cannot be expressed asa simple
fraction. Its decimal representation goes
on forever without repeating.

Golden Ratio (¢): The golden ratio, approximately
equal to 1.618, is an irrational number that possesses
unique properties, making it a fundamental element in
mathematics, art, and design.

Tessellations: A tessellation is a pattern of shapes that
fit together without overlapping. The most famous
tessellations are the Penrose tilings, discovered by
Roger Penrose.

Zero: The concept of zero as a number was first
developed in ancient India in the 5th century AD.
Prime Numbers: Prime numbers are numbers greater
than 1 that have no divisors other than 1 and
themselves. The distribution of prime numbers is still
not fully understood.

Fibonacci Sequence: The Fibonacci sequence is a
series of numbers in which each number is the sum of
the two preceding numbers (1,1,2,3,5,8, 13,...).
